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2025 Scholarship Program

Guidelines

The Brian S. McCarthy Memorial Foundation was founded to provide scholarship opportunities to
students graduating from Nashua High School North and Nashua High School South. The Foundation
will award a total of Two (2) Scholarships to graduating seniors who will be matriculating into a
collegiate level degree program that is STEM based. Please contact the Brian S. McCarthy Memorial
Foundation directly for more information.

Nashua, NH: Two (2) $5,000 scholarships are available to One (1) Nashua High School North and

One (1) Nashua High School South, Senior Class of 2025 matriculating into a STEM based degree
program at the collegiate level.

Program Guidelines & Priorities:

* Available to graduating seniors in the Class of 2025 from Nashua High School North and Nashua High
School South in Nashua, NH.

* Applicants must plan to attend a 2, 4, or 5 year college/university program or technical school and be
pursuing a degree in a STEM field beginning in Autumn of 2025.

* Scholarship funds will be paid in full during the summer of 2025 for the first semester of the student’s
first year. It will be the student’s responsibility to submit to the Foundation proof of enrollment prior to
fund disbursement.

* Applicants must have a letter of reference submitted with their application attesting they are a
qualified fit for this scholarship. This letter can come from a teacher, employer, coach, supervisor, or
any person who is not a family member. Letters of reference should be submitted with completed
application. Please provide the attached letter to the author of your letter of reference to provide them
with information about the scholarship. Incomplete applications will not be considered.

*Applications, transcripts, and letters of reference are due by April 16, 2025 by 11:59PM to be
received by the Foundation. Late applications are not accepted.

*Photocopies and Scans of letters of reference and transcripts are permitted and original documents

are not required. Applications must be completed on the official scholarship application form provided by
the Foundation. All applications must be the students original work. Al generated and/or plagiarized
material will not be accepted.

*Notification of application status will be sent out by May 1st, 2025. Semi-Finalists will be expected to
participate in a virtual interview which will be recorded. Interviews will take place in Early May during
the evenings and will run approximately 15 — 20 minutes each.

*It is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure that all materials on the included checklist are
submitted on time and complete. Incomplete applications will not be considered.
